Enclosed to Regular  members are seven (7) tickets and Senior Members one (1) ticket for the January Raffle.  Tickets are $5.00 each.  If you receive tickets with this Newsletter, you must sell them, or you will be charged for them.  If you request extra tickets, you are not responsible for selling those but you must turn in any unsold tickets.  Extra tickets will be available from Ticket Chairman, Jim Templeton, Jr.   Jim’s number is 585-519-1149.  You will have until Thursday, January 1, 2026, to sell the tickets and turn in the money.  The drawing will be on Sunday, January 4, 2026, at 12:00 pm, at the Club.

Deer Season reminders:
Management is 15”+ inside spread and Non-Management is under 15” inside spread
· First-year members cannot shoot a buck
· Two (2) does per member this year
· New members need to have attended the posting party or notify Ron Sank that their sponsor has taken them to show property boundaries, or no hunting.  
· Buck quota is capped at 12 Management/13 Non-Management

Please check your deer stands for loose or weathered straps and be sure that your name is visible at ground level.   No screw in steps or bow hangers are allowed by the Abbey. The Abbey has requested that we do not shoot any white deer.  Br sure to check the Management deer count on the board at the Club before taking an illegal buck and being fined.  If you use someone else’s deer stand you must have written permission on our person. 

Regular members will receive the 2025-2026 Cleanup schedule with this Newsletter.   Every regular member has been assigned a week to complete their Clean-up.  Probationary members will have one scheduled week and can clean any other time.  Applicants can clean any time. The Clean-up duty sheet for each week will be posted at the Club.  Please, when you sign the work and clean up sheets print your full name, as initials are getting hard to recognize as are some signatures.  

**Members not making their designated cleaning week have two (2) options:
1) Switch with a member and designate the switch on the Clean-up sheet, along with the other member’s name.
2) Complete your Clean-up during one of the make-up weeks:
a) Thanksgiving week (November 24-30)
b) Christmas week (December 22-28)
c) Easter week (March 30-April 6)
d) 4th of July (June 29-July 5)
3.) If you miss your clean-up you must clean at the next scheduled make up week.

Cleanup and Work Function Changes:  The following changes were approved at a meeting this Spring, and are effective starting October, 2024.  If you miss your clean up you will owe $100.  If you miss one work function you will owe $100.   If you miss both work functions you will owe $400.  In other words, if you do not clean or make any work functions you will owe $500 plus your dues next year.

Pete’s number is 
585-721-1896. As a reminder, the Club can not be rented during deer season. Rental fee is $100

The Club will be shooting in two trap leagues this winter: The Blizzard League and the Livingston County Winter League.  If you would like to shoot, contact Trap Chairman Jon Carmody at 585-802-0994.  If you would like a work function, help is needed at the four shoots at York this year.

3) Attend a minimum of 2 (two) General meetings
4) Pay for any outstanding debt owed to the Club
5) Sell/Pay for any tickets that are mailed to you
